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JNU appeals to
students to
end strike

The Jawaharlal Nehru Un-
iversity administration on
Friday appealed to the stu-
dents to end their strike as
academic life has come un-
der “severe threat”.

The students have been
protesting a hike in hostel
fees for over 10 days now.
“While the peaceful mode
of protests is always wel-
come, the current stir has
begun to affect the academ-
ic’ career of thousands of
JNU students,” the adminis-
tration said.

It added that as end sem-
ester exams were approach-
ing, the university could not
afford to have academic ac-
tivity suspended. The stu-
dents said the administra-
tion has not met their
demands and were threa-
tening them with show-
cause notices. JNU V-CM. Ja-
gadesh Kumar tweeted say-
ing that Vandana Mishra,
Associate Dean of Students,
was being kept in “illegal
captivity” by some JNU stu-
dents since Friday morning.
